BRUSHING YOUR TEETH

SHOWERS / BATHS

Consider having a shower, rather than
a bath. Showers use far less water.

A simple change like installing a low
flow shower head can also help reduce
water usage. Having a shorter sh
also saves water.
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SHAVING
To rinse your razor, run a little water into the
sink with the plug in, rather than rinsing it
under a running tap in an unplugged sink.

TOILETS

Install dual flush toilets so that you can choose to
flush only part of the cistern's water. These type of
toilets use around 67% less water than a standard
single flush toilet. Leaking toilet cisterns and flush
mechanisms should be repaired immediately as they
can waste thousands of litres of water everyday.

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e TAPS
Select water efficient taps and consider lever and
(- mixer models. Water efficient taps can use up to
50% less water than standard tap fittings. Always

replace leaking washers and turn taps off gently to
make the washers last longer.
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
